Anatomy of an Energy Evaluation 

r	The homeowner interview, this is a question and answer session between 	
	 the homeowner and the consultant to help identify any particular issues the 	
	 homeowner may have with the home. 

r	The blower door test, this test tells us how “Tight” or “Leaky” the home 	
	 is. A home that is very “Leaky” will generate high energy bills every time 	
	 the temperature drops or the wind blows during the heating season. 	
	 Without this test it is very difficult to identify where problem areas are. 

r	The Thermal Imaging Camera, otherwise known as the Infrared Camera 	
	 is used in combination with the blower door test. The camera is sensitive 	
	 to temperature differences and is used to help pin point areas that may 	
	 need attention. 

r	The Combustion Safety Test, this test is performed whenever naturally 	
	 vented appliances are present in the home. Older water heaters, furnaces, 	
	 and boilers need to be tested to make sure they are drafting properly and 	
	 not spilling deadly Carbon Monoxide (CO) into the home. 

r	The Energy Evaluation Report, this report outlines the findings from the 	
	 energy audit and provides information about what should be done to make 	
	 the home more efficient, comfortable, durable and safe. 

r	The Reward, you Save Money and if your energy utility is a participant 	
	 with Focus on Energy there are rewards available to offset the cost of the 	
	 improvements outlined in the Energy Evaluation Report.
